To mount the hinges it is necessary to drill two holes

depth of cupboard door) on the inner side of the
door.

The hinges will be fixed to the door by means of the
four supplied screws A.

To align the door perfectly, make sure

@ that the edge of cupboard door is par-
allel with the appliance edge and to re-
spect the proper opening angle (max.
105 °C).

Mounting the door
Fix the hinges to the hinge supports on the appli-
ance by means of the two supplied screws B.
